 Authorized Staff to advertise the Amendment Summary of the Hayward Area Recreation 
and Park District’s Regulation Handbook Governing Use of Parks, Recreation Areas and 
Facilities. 

 Authorized the renewal of the Hayward Shoreline Planning Agency (HASPA) Joint 
Powers of Exercise Agreement to January 1, 2016, so that the member agencies have 
additional time to review the JPA and determine objectives
